Mission Trip to Peru

The Lutheran mission trip to Peru was a unique expriand an opportunity to rein-
force the Word of our Lord to our fellow believers in 8oAmerica. Fortunately, it is
winter in Peru although we were still quite warm while kiog with the townspeople in
the area of Lunahuana. Lunahuana is situated in the foethills of the Andes moun-
tain range, about two-and-a-half hours southeast of Lineacapital of Peru into which
we flew.

The purpose of the mission was to improve the ogistiip between the Lutherar
Church in Peru and the local people. This was accomplishedwn-fold manner. First,
we worked for several hours in the morning and very eatBrrajon on the irrigation
canal that supplies the nearby farms with water.

The work on the irrigation canal consisted of remgwxcess dirt and mud by hand and spade from the blatkednal.
Also, we removed grass and cut significant amounts obbanfrom around the canal in order to dispose of the swrita More-
over, on the last two days of work, we started thairepn a hole that occurred in the floor of the cafdlis consisted of hauling
a few bags of concrete to the hole, including crossistggity wooden bridge, which was done by Anthony, eigteyfrom Califor-
nia.

In all, the mission was successful in that it helpgorawve the relationship between the villagers and the Luth@namch. It
was also a reminder that there are unsaved people wha Bimilar conditions here in the United States and thatmrk for the
Lord is local in addition to being around the globe. Rgsnans 3:23 tells us: “For all have sinned, and come ehthe glory of
God.”
